Rules: The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the
current edition of the Racing Rules of Sailing, as modified by
Appendix E, the Sailing instructions, the V-32 class rules and
other attached documents.

Eligibility: The regatta is open to all boats of the V-32 Class whose
owners are current members of AMYA and who are properly
registered with the V-32 Class or their national authority after
AMYA. Other entrants may be invited consistent with AMYA
guidelines and objectives

Entry: Eligible boats may be entered by completing the attached Entry
form and submitting it prior to July 1, 2011 with the entry fee
indicated on the entry form. Entries after July 1, 2011 will be
accepted with no guarantee of requested 75 MHZ channel.

Sailing Instructions: Sailing instructions and frequency assignments
will be sent to all competitors by email at the conclusion of
the entry time period.

Racing format: Racing will be conducted under the Racing Rules of
Sailing system. The race committee will determine the number of
races for each day after considering weather, course and
equipment conditions. Fourteen (14) races are required to be
completed to constitute the regatta.

Scoring: The regatta will be scored in accordance with the Low Point
Scoring system as set forth in Appendix A of the Racing Rules of
Sailing. For each seven (7) races sailed, one worst score will
be excluded from the overall score.

Prizes: Prizes will be awarded to the top four (4) finishers in the
regatta, based on 12 minimum entries. If there are 15 or more
entries we will award five (5) prizes.
